· list words or vocabulary that need clarifying at the children’s level of understanding  

· list questions you might want to ask throughout the story presentation

· write about plans you have for extended, related activities in the classroom and/or ones for home with the families as a home school connection activity

DURING THE “LEARNING EXPEREINCES” – 
Observe and keep in mind the children’s responses, conversations, actions, expressions, thoughts with one another, etc. – during these opportunities of learning experiences.
AFTER THE “LEARNING EXPREINCES” QUESTIONS TO ANSWER-

Write about what events ( spontaneous and/or planned) seem to flow, develop and extend from the children’s responses and reactions to the book and other learning experiences. For example:

· what were some of the interests that the children appeared to express during and after the book was read?  And/or what conversations occurred during the extended activities?
· how could you translate one of those interests to a related Guideline skill? ( in the green book Guidelines for Preschool Learning Experiences – see examples in the sample pages too)
· what further learning experience opportunities and activities could be developed from this particular interest and how will you incorporate them into concrete experiences for the children?  Creating ongoing opportunities of learning!
